
PRESIDENT submits proposed Federal budget


 to Congress (including


request for Commerce 


Department and TA ).





(First Monday in February)





SENATE APPROPRIATIONS SUBCOMMITTEE ON COMMERCE, JUSTICE AND STATE, THE JUDICIARY AND RELATED AGENCIES marks up the House bill.








HOUSE APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE can change the bill received from the subcommittee.  Once this is completed, full committee approves bill.








Bill moves to floor of the HOUSE where amendments may be added.  Once the debate is completed, the full HOUSE approves bill.








HOUSE APPROPRIATIONS SUBCOMMITTEE ON COMMERCE, JUSTICE, STATE AND THE JUDICIARY marks up the PRESIDENT’S request for the Commerce, Justice and State Department (including TA).








SENATE APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE can change the bill received from the subcommittee.  Once this is completed, full committee approves bill.








Bill moves to floor of the SENATE where amendments may be added.  Once the debate is completed, the full SENATE approves bill.








If HOUSE and SENATE versions are identical,


the final appropriations bill is sent to the PRESIDENT


 for signing or veto


 within 10 days.





If HOUSE and SENATE versions are not identical,


a HOUSE/SENATE CONFERENCE COMMITTEE works out a compromise bill.











PRESIDENT signs appropriations


bill into law.





(by October 1)





Bill moves to floors of the HOUSE and SENATE where amendments may be added.  Once the debates are completed, both bodies approve the identical legislation and send the final appropriations bill to the PRESIDENT for signing


 or veto within 10 days.

Bill sent back to full HOUSE and SENATE for reworking or veto override (needs 2/3 vote in both


 to override). 





TECHNOLOGY ADMINISTRATION BUDGET PROCESS





NOTE:  If budget process not completed by October 1, a continuing resolution is needed to keep TA


            operating until the appropriations bill is final.





If veto overridden, bill becomes law.
