(a) IN GENERAL.—The Director of the
National Institute of Standards and

(c) DEADLINE.—Not later than 1 year after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Director
shall submit to the appropriate committees of
Congress a report on the consensus
identification standards.

(d) GUIDANCE.—Not later than 1 year after
the date that the Director submits the report on
the consensus identification standards under
subsection (c), the Administrator of the Federal
Aviation Administration shall issue regulatory
guidance based on the consensus identification
standards.
