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I have noticed that very few electronic voting machines leave a paper trail. this is just asking for tampering, ballot stuffing, etc. I like the following type of machine (I believe diebold makes it, but I am not sure); after you have made your choices on-screen, it prints a small slip of paper with your choices on it that is viewable through a small window. Once you have verified that the slip is correct, it drops into a secure box below he machine. This does not seem very hard to implement into ALL electronic voting machines unless some individual or company has a patent on it, but even then, all electronic voting machines NEED to have a paper trail.
