Branch ll, lll: Expect rapid rates of spread in grass fuels wherever torching and ember cast is seen.

Areas of tactical advantage (water features, highways), normally utilized as barriers to fire spread, may be

compromised with winds via spotting, after midnight.

Anticipate turbulence, gusty winds, and limited visibility with consumption of heavy fuels.
