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provided herein, no less than $4,000,000 shall be available only for 
the USPTO contribution in a cooperative or joint agreement or 
agreements with a non-profit organization or organizations, success-
fully audited within the previous year, and with previous experience 
in such programs, to conduct policy studies, including studies relat-
ing to activities of United Nations Specialized agencies and other 
international organizations, as well as conferences and other devel-
opment programs, in support of fair international protection of in-
tellectual property rights. 

NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF STANDARDS AND TECHNOLOGY 

SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL RESEARCH AND SERVICES 

For necessary expenses of the National Institute of Standards 
and Technology, $515,000,000, to remain available until expended, 
of which not to exceed $9,000,000 may be transferred to the ‘‘Work-
ing Capital Fund’’: Provided, That not to exceed $10,000 shall be 
for official reception and representation expenses: Provided further, 
That within the amounts appropriated, $10,500,000 shall be used 
for the projects, and in the amounts, specified in the explanatory 
statement accompanying this Act. 

INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY SERVICES 

For necessary expenses of the Hollings Manufacturing Exten-
sion Partnership of the National Institute of Standards and Tech-
nology, $124,700,000, to remain available until expended. In addi-
tion, for necessary expenses of the Technology Innovation Program 
of the National Institute of Standards and Technology, $69,900,000, 
to remain available until expended. 

CONSTRUCTION OF RESEARCH FACILITIES 

For construction of new research facilities, including architec-
tural and engineering design, and for renovation and maintenance 
of existing facilities, not otherwise provided for the National Insti-
tute of Standards and Technology, as authorized by 15 U.S.C. 278c– 
278e, $147,000,000, to remain available until expended, of which 
$20,000,000 is for a competitive construction grant program for re-
search science buildings: Provided, That within the amounts appro-
priated, $47,000,000 shall be used for the projects, and in the 
amounts, specified in the explanatory statement accompanying this 
Act: Provided further, That the Secretary of Commerce shall include 
in the budget justification materials that the Secretary submits to 
Congress in support of the Department of Commerce budget (as sub-
mitted with the budget of the President under section 1105(a) of title 
31, United States Code) an estimate for each National Institute of 
Standards and Technology construction project having a total 
multi-year program cost of more than $5,000,000 and simulta-
neously the budget justification materials shall include an estimate 
of the budgetary requirements for each such project for each of the 
five subsequent fiscal years. 
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
