Site participation in the human assessments is voluntary, and is contingent on providing volunteer judges to assist in
making the assessments. All decisions made by the volunteer judges represent their own opinion, not that of their
affiliation. All judges may only be recruited on a volunteer basis.

Each site that wishes to have their system translations included in the human assessment process must meet the
requirements for participation specified on the OpenMT12 Registration Form.

For each site that agrees to participate, a subset of the site's system translations from the test set in the selected
training and language pair(s) will be added to the human assessment data pool.

e A small set of assessments of example translations,
e At most ten hours of assessments of OpenMT12 translations.

NIST reserves the right to reject a judge if:
e The example set of assessments by a judge indicate insufficient understanding of the assessment guidelines
outlined in the tutorial, or
e The actual judgments indicate insufficient time to complete, or insufficient understanding of, the assessment
guidelines.

Sites will be given the opportunity to replace judges or withdraw from the human assessments process.
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My site will recruit judges on a strictly voluntary basis. Judges will provide their own opinion, not that of their
affiliation. Judges will not be compensated.

NIST will neither request nor record any information personally identifying individual judges. My site will provide a
point-of-contact e-mail address to which unique assessment packages for the number of judges to be provided will be
sent, and will forward one of those packages to each judge. The log-in IDs will be linked to the site for the duration of
the study (to track compliance with participation requirements), but not to individual judges. My site will not keep
any records linking assessments to individual judges provided.
