	General comment
	Use of the NIST model (NIST Special Publication (SP) 800-53) may be a good starting point from which to work from.  Another baseline process might be to use the approach supported in the international community through the use of Common Criteria and the development of a security profile via analysis and development of an election process or election product / system specific threat model.  This may be more applicable to election administration and election systems, whereas the NIST model is more applicable to federal systems, agencies, and organizations.



	General comment
	If the NIST model is the starting point, as suggested in the analysis, the next step of examining each control and putting them into context for voting systems (and elections administration) is essential.  Many of the controls listed in the NIST model are not relative to the elections community (e.g. certain aspects for high degrees of automation, certain assumptions about organizational capabilities, infrastructure resources, and assumptions about centralization of systems functionality, etc.)
