Topics Discussed:
· Finalizing the resolution on accessibility for non-traditional polling places.  Official Title: Accessibility and Usability requirements for voting systems used outside of a polling place.  Should we include the word usability in that?  Group – no.  
· Formatting – can we put the background information in italics, so we can focus in on the resolution at the bottom?  Anything to clarify that there is a preamble in the beginning, then the resolution at the bottom.
· Any other suggested revisions to the resolution?  Is this clear enough? Yes.  We’ll consider this final.
· Next resolution – Official Title: Accessibility of Voter Verifiable Paper Ballots.  Diane – the motivation for this resolution – we want to clarify if we’re all on the same page with this.  This resolution has 5 issues that have been rolling around for about 5 years now.  Either through 1.1 or 2.0 discussions, these issues have come up.  
· Suggested amendments to this resolution – 3rd point about determinative vote record.  Does that mean any means to casting a paper ballot?  The vote casting method?  Or any vote casting method that can lead to a determinative vote record?  
· Answer -- The reason that item is there is also a lead-in to the 4th point, regarding VVPAT being the determinative vote record in an audit. 
· But we want it to be as broad as possible.  So how about saying “any determinative vote record.”  Regardless of the format.  Or say “any determinative vote record that the voter has access to, or that is viewable by the voter”.  Or “any vote casting process that leads to a determinative vote record…must be accessible.”  And then say “in particular, if a determinative record paper ballot is voter verified, the accessible system must enable…”
· Sharon will put those changes in and circulate it after the call.  
· Should this resolution come from Diane, or from this WG as a whole?  Either – but it might be nice to have to come from this WG as a whole, So other members of this WG will need to weigh in by next Friday.
· VVSG 2.0 and Beyond Issues and Gaps Paper – Sharon will send out email saying this is going to be finalized, and put out a deadline for further comments.
· Also there is a short resolution stating that the TGDC UA WG submits the whitepapers on Gaps and Issues, and UOCAVA, for acceptance by the full TGDC for submission to the EAC for consideration.
· Call next Tuesday – yes, we can still have it.  We can tie up more loose ends then. Any other issues or comments?
· Ed Smith – just know I’ll have to abstain from voting on the resolution put together by Diane because of my work at Dominion.
