Topics Discussed:

· Minutes from last meeting (11/12/10) – in the discussion of the WVA pilot activities – preliminary injunction that it MAY BE a constitutional right that voters need to have their materials within 45 days of the election.  Correction will be made and minutes will be re-sent.
· Discussion of January 13th and 14th TGDC meeting agenda – UOCAVA activities to be discussed on day 1, general HAVA activities to be discussed on day 2.

· In regards to UOCAVA Pilot Projects WhitePaper – is the paper far enough along that we feel comfortable presenting it for approval at the meeting?  Do we need to wait until the following TGDC meeting (July 2011) to do that?
· Lamone – any activities in that whitepaper that FVAP’s not already doing?

· Wagner – unattended kiosks, not necessarily seen in FVAP’s agenda. 

· Wagner – I think we should push to have something ready for the TGDC meeting.  Even if the TGDC doesn’t approve the report, at least it would be good to have the current direction of thinking out to the other members.  

· Any objections to trying to make this happen? Group – no.

· Day 2 of meeting – HAVA related activities in general: update on VVSG 1.1, presentation of Test Suites from 1.1 (based on requirements that were backported from 2.0). EAC’s presentation of 2.0.  Discussion of draft report from Auditability WG.  Also a briefing on performance based testing, and an update on marginal marks research.  (All of this would go under VVSG 2.0 support).
· Possible dates for next 2 TGDC meetings – July 2011, and January 2012.  Would January 2012 be a problem, due to presidential primary? Something to keep in mind.
· Dec 16th – freezing of our documents (Pilot Projects document and High Level Guidelines document).

· Resolutions for the TGDC meeting – have them in by December 30th. 

· High Level Guidelines Document – (Goal Oriented Requirements for UOCAVA).  We had asked the EAC to take a look at that document.  They looked at it and believed it wasn’t going in the right direction.  So they’ve started a new document, and excel spreadsheet.  It looks like they’ve used some of the requirements from previous pilot projects.  
· Questions/Thoughts from the group on this document?

· Questions on what color coding. 

· Tammy Patrick –under tab for voting processes, under voting, it occurred to me that we talked about the system not allowing for votes to be cast after a specific time, but I noticed that there’s nothing in here about ballots not being able to be cast before a specific time.  So if items were cast internationally, you might need to be able to send it out well in advance, but not have it be able to be voted on until a certain time.

· When they talked about authenticating the voter, was that authenticating the person or the eligibility?

· Verifying the choices – does that allow them to not only verify their choices, but also make changes, should that be necessary?
· Also would the systems have to comply with providing different languages, should that be required by the jurisdiction? Is that even in the scope of this or not?
· Tammy, can you send those comments to the list, and maybe we can start a discussion of the requirements in this document over email?  

· Wagner – is there’s any way to get any guidance of what’s wanted in terms of high level non testable guidelines?  So if we find out who the audience or client is, and then find out what they really want, that would help us.
· Hastings - In my mind, we were making these guidelines for FVAP and for the EAC, so we’ll get the EAC on the next call and we can get the guidance from them.
