Cybersecurity Framework & NIST April Workshop

Recognizing that the national and economic security of the United States depends on the reliable
functioning of critical infrastructure, the President under the Executive Order “Improving Critical
Infrastructure Cybersecurity” has directed NIST to work with stakeholders to develop a voluntary
framework for reducing cyber risks to critical infrastructure. The Framework will consist of standards,
guidelines, and best practices to promote the protection of information and information systems
supporting critical infrastructure operations. The prioritized, flexible, repeatable, and cost-effective
approach of the framework will help owners and operators of critical infrastructure to manage
cybersecurity-related risk while protecting business confidentiality, individual privacy and civil liberties.
NIST has issued a Request for Information (RFI) in the Federal Register to gather initial information on
the many interrelated considerations, challenges, and efforts needed to develop the Framework. The URL
below links to the RFI.
