Topics discussed:

· Examining the combined UOCAVA resolutions document, which NIST was tasked with assembling at the December 2009 TGDC meeting. 
·  The resolution was read and no objections were raised.

· An overview was presented of the activities listed in the Roadmap for the Development of Remote Electronic Absentee Voting Guidelines.
· The December 2010 EAC UOCAVA Best Practices document and the Spring 2011 High Level Guidelines due-date were discussed.   Both of these documents are to be developed by the EAC & the TGDC, with technical support from NIST.
· Some high level common data format updates will likely be rolled into the High Level Guidelines.  This will be about identifying high level, nontestable guidelines for remote electronic absentee voting systems.
· Discussion of the NIST draft of Information System Security Best Practices to Support UOCAVA Voting.
· Wagner – will there be a separate standard for UOCAVA systems? Will requirements written by the EAC & TGDC be VVSG-like requirements?

· Answer – J. Long -  JOHN – The answer from the EAC was YES, wasn’t it???
· Wagner – in determining the risk level with associated with UOCAVA systems, we need to consider whether the UOCAVA voter will be using their own machine, or a kiosk.
· J. Long – FVAP sees this going in terms of people’s personal computers.  This is the direction that is being pushed for.

· The group discussed electing a TGDC member as the Chair of this working group; action on this was postponed to a later meeting.
