The answer to voting machine veracity is astoundingly simple.  Attach check out counter dual entry paper roll receipt machines to the voting machines. Add the 3 or 4 lines of code necessary to enter the information on the tape and, presto, you have a vote record (inherently secret since it has only a number identification) and a copy of that vote recorded on paper, available for recount if needed.

This is so 'dumb-john' simple, that the only reason I can see why this is not standard on voting machines ... is that we don't want to have any verifiable records of our votes.
